Who is eligible: children of Naperville Park District police, City of Naperville police, and City of Naperville firefighters; Naperville Park District and city police, firefighters, and Naperville Police Explorers under the age of 25 who are enrolled in college level programs for the purpose of obtaining a degree. Applicants must be accepted at or currently attending an accredited 2- or 4-year college or university. 
Application deadline:  5:00 p.m., April 16, 2010
Awarding of the scholarship:  Applications will be evaluated by a small committee representing the Naperville Park District and City of Naperville police and fire departments, and Citizens Appreciate Public Safety (CAPS) – a community group. The winner will be selected by April 30, 2010 and will be recognized at the CAPS award ceremony on Friday, May 7, 2010.
Instructions:  Please complete the entire application, paying special attention to the essay question. Both content and manner of presentation will be considered when this scholarship application is reviewed. The application should be typed or neatly printed in black ink. Submit your completed application with essay response attached along with two signed letters of recommendation (both must be from a non-family member) by the deadline above. Applications must be complete at the time of submission; late applications will not be considered.
